The meeting was called to order at 6:40pm.

ITEM 1.Approval of Agenda  * 
A motion was made and seconded.  The agenda was unanimously approved.

ITEM 2.Public Comment   
Don Kovach informed the committee he was in attendance and interested in the 
committee’s work.

ITEM 3.Welcome New Member  
Kreg Mebust introduced himself.  He lives in the Sparks area.
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ITEM 4.Approval of BPAC Meeting Notes from April 23, 2008  
A motion was made and seconded.  The BPAC Meeting Notes from April 23, 2008 were 
unanimously approved.

ITEM 5.Approval of BPAC Statement of Purpose, Objectives, and Procedures  
A motion was made and seconded.  The BPAC Statement of Purpose, Objectives, and 
Procedures were unanimously approved. 

ITEM 6.Election of Chair and Vice-chair  
A motion was made and seconded that Kreg Mebust will be chair and Amanda McDaniel 
will be vice chair.  This motion was unanimously approved.

ITEM 7.Discussion on Mapping and Data Collection   
Chris L. presented staffs idea of an on-line database housed on a website RTC has a 
contract with for data sharing.  The website is:
www.box.net 
Login = rtcengineering
Password = engineering
Open excel spreadsheet named “bike existing facilities”

The idea would be for BPAC members to record data on existing facilities as verified 
in the field.  The data would then be entered by the BPAC member into the on-line 
database.

Chris then presented an on-line map set up using Google mapping.  Just a simple point 
and click on a color coded existing bike facility segment and you’ve got all the 
information on that facility.  The information for the facility would be type of facility, 
length and termini.  The database above would be used to populate the map and 
eventually be used to produce an on-line map as well as a printed map.  The link to the 
Google map:

To get started the committee decided to place their home locations on the Bike Map 
and tear the map at the folds.  Each member will check the facilities within their 
portion of the map and document type of facility, condition, signage, pavement marking 
and any new facilities found within the portion of the map.  This information will be 
transferred to the database on Box.net website.
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ITEM 8.Discussion on RTC’s Preventative Maintenance Project   
Chris presented RTC’s Preventative Maintenance Project as an opportunity to make 
some changes in pavement markings to create additional bike facilities.  A list of 
project street names and termini was distributed to committee members.  Members 
were asked to check any of these streets that were in their neighborhood and send 
any suggested changes via e-mail to Chris to evaluate.   See attachments.
